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Professor Regina 
Mühlhäuser will discuss 
sexual violence by Germans 
in the occupied territories  
in the East during WWII. 

Pascale Bos will inquire into 
problems of representation, 
and the taboos that have   
blockaded the representa-
tion of sexual violence in the 
Holocaust after 1945. 

Dagmar Herzog will serve 
as discussant and put these 
two papers into a broader 
context of sexual violence, 
war, and genocide in the 
20th century.
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
